“ Thére is no harm in cultivating habits, so long as
. they are not injurious habits. Indeed, most of us

are little more than bundies of habits neatly done
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up in coat and trousers. Take away our habits and
the residuum would hardly be worth bothering
about. We could not get on without them. They
simplify the mechanism of life. They enable us to
do a multitude of things automatically which, if we
had to give fresh and original thought to them each
time, weulq.‘ make existence an impessible
confusion. The more we can regularise our
Acommonpface activities by habit, the smoother
our path and the morel leisure we command. To
take a simple case, | belong to a club, large but
not so large as to necessitate attendants in the
cloakroom. You hang up your own hat and coat
and take them down when you want them. Fora
long time it was my practice to hang them any-
where where there was a vacant hook and to fake
no note of the place. When | sought them | found |t-
absurdly difficult to find them in the midst of so
many sirmilar hats and coats. Memory did not help
me, for memory refused to burden itse!f with such
trumpery things, and so daily after lunch | might
be seen wandering ferlornly and vacuously
between the rows and rows of clothes in search
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of my own garments, murmuring, ‘Where did | put
my hat ?” Then one day a brilliant inspiration
seized me. | would always hang my coat and hat
on a certain peg, or if that were occupied, on the
vacant peg nearest to it. [t needed a few days to
form the habit, but once formed it worked like a
charm. 1 can find my hat and coat without thinking
about finding them. | goto them as unerrigly as a
bird to its nest, or an arrow to its mark. Itis one of
the unequivocal triumphs of my life.

But habits should be a stick that we use, not a
crutch to lean on. We ought to make them for our
‘convenience or enjoyment and occasionally break
them to assert our independence. We ought to
be able to employ them, ‘without. being
discomposed when we cannot erﬁploy them. |
once saw Mr. Balfqur so discomposed, like
Scott's school rival, by a trivial breach of habit.
Dréés_ééi‘, I think, in the uniform of an Elder Brother
of Trlnlty House he was propbsing atoastata
dinner at the Mansion House. it is his cusfom in
speaking to hold the lapels of his coat. It is the
most comfortable habit in speaking, unless you
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want to fling your arms about in a rhetorical
fashion. It keeps your hands out of mischief and
the body in repose. But the uniform Mr. Balfour
was wearing had no lapels, and when the hands
went up in search of them they wandered about
pathetically like a couple of children who had lost
their parents on Blackpool sands. They fingered
the buttons in nervous distraction, clung to each
other in a visible access of grief, broke as under
and resumed the search for the lost lapels,
travelled behind his back, fumbled with the
glasses on the table, sought again forthre lapels,
did everything but -take refuge in the pockets of
‘the trousers. It was a characteristics omission.
Mr. Ba!four is too practlsed a speaker to come to
disaster as the boy in Scott’s story did ; but his
discomfiture was apparent. He struggled manfully
through his speecﬁ but all the time it was obvious
that he was at a loss what to do with his hands
having no lapels on which to hang them.

Everybody is talking about reconsfruction_. Our
enemies have their schemes for anew order inv
Europe, maintained by their secret police, and
we on our side talk of rebuilding London or
England, or western civilization, and we make
plans how this is to be done. Which is all very
well, but when | hear such talk, and see the

architects sharpening their pencils and the
contractors getting out their estimates, and the
statesmen marking out their spheres of influence,
and everyone getting down to the job, a very
famous text occurs to me : ‘Excebt the Lord buiid
the house they labour in vain who build it.” ‘Beneath
the poetic imagery of these words lies a hard
scientific truth, naimely, unless you have a sound
attitude of mind, a right psychology, you cannot
construct or reconstruct anything that will endure.
The textis true, not only for religious people, but
for workers whatever their outlook, and it is
significant that one of our historians, Dr. Arnold
Toynbee, should have chosen it to preface his
- great study of the growth and decay of civilizations.
Surely the only sound foundation for a civilization
is a sound state of mind. Architects, contractors,
-~ international commissioners, marketing boards,
‘broadcasting corporations- will never, by
themselves, build a new world. They must be
inspired by the proper spifit, and there must be
the proper spirit in the people for whom théy_ are
working. For instance, we shall never have a

beautiful new London until peopie refuse tolivein -
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-ugly houses. At present, they don’t mind : they
demand comfort, but are indifferent to civic beauty :
indeed they have no taste. | live myselfina hideous
block of flats, but [ can’t say it worries me, Iand
until we are worried, all schemes for
reconstructing. London beautifully must
automatically fail. '

- Whatthough is the prop.ér spirit ? We agree that
the basic problem is psychological, that the Lord
must build if the work is to stand, that there must
be a sound state of mind before diplomécy or
economics or trade-conferences can function. But

 what stage of mind is sound ? Here we may differ.

Most people, when asked what spiritual quality is

needed to rebuild civilization, will reply ‘Ldve'.

Men must love one another, they say ; nations must

do likewise, and then the series of cataclysms

- which is threatening to destroy us will be checked.

- Respectfuily but firmly, | disagree, Love is a great
force in private life ; itis indeed the greatest of all
things : but love in public affairs does not work. It
has been tried again and again : by the Christian
civilizations of the Middle Ages, and also by the
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- French Revolutién, a secular movement which
reasserted the Brotherhood or Man. And it has
always failed. The idea that nations shouid love
one another, or that business concerns or
marketing boards should love one ancther, or that
a man in Portugal should love a man in Peru of
whom he has never heard —itis absurd, unreal,
dangerous. It leads us into perilous and vague

~ sentimentalism. “Love is what is needed, ‘we
chant, and then sit back and the world gogs, on
as before. The fact is we can only love what we
know personally. And we can not know much. In

. public affairs, in the rebuilding of civilization, some
thing much less dramatic and emotional is needed
nanﬁely, tolerance. Tolerance is a very dull virtue.
itis boring. Unlike love, it has always had a bad
press. Itis negative. [t merely means putting up
with people, being able to stand things: No one

 has ever written an ode to tolerance, orraised a
" statue to her. Yet this is the quality which-will be
most needed after the war. This is the sound state

of mind which we are Iqoking for. This is the only
force which will enable different races and classes
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and interests to settle d owh together to the work
of reconstruction. |
The world is very full of people —appallingly full ; it
has never been so full before, and th'ey are all
tumbling over each other. Most of 'Ehese people

. one doesn't know and some of them one doesn’t
like ; doesn't like the colour of their skins, say, or
the shapes of their noses, or the way they blow
them or don’t blow them, or the way they talk, or
their smell, or their clothes, ortheirfondnes_s for
jazzortheir dislike of jazz, and so on. Well, what
is one to do ? There are two solutions. One of

- them is the Nazi solution. If you don't like people,
kill them, banish them, segregate them, and then |
strut up and down progclaiming that you are the
salt of the earth. The other Way is much less
thrilling, but it is on the whole the way of the
democracies, and | prefer it. If you don’t Ilke people
put up w;th them as well as you can. Don'ttry to
love them : you can't, you lonly strain yourself. But
try to tolerate them. On the basis of that tolerance’
a civilized future may be built. Certainly [ can see
no other foundation for the post-war worid.
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For what it will most heed is the negative virtues :
not being huffy, touchy, irritable, revengeful. | have
lost ali faith in positive militant ideals ; they can so
seldom be carried out without thousands of human
beings getfing maimed or imptisoned. Phrases like
Twill purge this nation’. ‘| will clean up this city’, terrify
and disgust me. They might not have mattered
when the world was emptier : they are horrifying
now, when one nation is mixed up with another,
when one city cannot be organicaily separated
from its neighbours. And, aother point :
reconstruction is uniikely to be rapid. | do not
believe that we are psychologically fit for it, pian
the architects never so wisely. in the long run, ves,
perhaps : the history of our race justifies that hope.
But civilization has its mysterious regressions, and
it seems to me that we are fated now to be in one
of them, and must recognize this and behave
accordingly. Tolerance, | believe, will be
imperative after the establishment of peace.
